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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were; to explore and compare, as well as, to synthesize
the models of professional organization of school under The Office of Basic Education in the Eastern
Region. It was conducted by means of qualitative research and using the purposeful sampling.
The data collection was done by documentary studies, in-depth interview, focus group discussion
and observation and field - note.

The forms of professional organization in schools existed in four group tasks in both schools
which were ; the use of professional ethics as a theory of management. Setting work objectives
suitable with responsible tasks, using participatory decision-making process, the power usage
generated by the professional community, the coordination of teaching-learning activities among
administrators and teachers, applied professional ethics for internal control, the informal
coordination among departments in organization, and the last was the organization existing in
suitable environment. The exceptional form was “organization flexibility in all situations” in
general management department which was applied in only the first school.

The synthesized ninth models of professional organization in basic education schools , they
were the use of professional ethics as a theory of management, setting work objectives suitable with
responsible tasks, using participatory decision-making process, power usage generated by
the professional community, coordination of teaching-learning activities among administrators and
teachers, applied professional ethics for internal control, informal coordination among departments
in organization, organization existing in suitable environment, and the last was the organization

flexibility in all situations.
