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Factors Affecting on Financial Reporting Quality of Small and Medium

Enterprise (SMEs) in the Northeastern Thailand
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Abstract

The findings of this study show that internal control, environmental control, risk evaluation,
information technology and communications, and monitoring and evaluation all have a statistically
significant effect on the financial reporting quality of small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) at the 0.05
level. In addition, the research results showed that each of the following factors: good governance, rule of
law, accountability, participation, and responsibility affect the financial reporting quality of small and
medium enterprises (SMEs) with a statistically significant difference at the 0.05 level. Furthermore, small and

medium enterprises (SMEs) can apply these research results to develop an organization, administer,
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monitor, and stakeholder awareness of the importance of financial reporting quality and directly increase

information demand.
